We are living in exciting and challenging educational times 

and it important that we all keep abreast and stay involved.  

 

A brief update: 

The Foundation Phase CAPS document has been released 

along with some of the Intermediate and Senior Phase 

subject documents. Our staff was proactively involved and 

gave comment on the draft documents and have been 

waiting their final release. Generally speaking this newly 

packaged curriculum makes planning and implementation 

much clearer and should support a better delivery of 

education in South African.   CAPS will be implemented in 

the Foundation Phase in 2012 and in the Intermediate 

Phase in 2013. 

 

With the implementation of CAPS there will changes that 

impact on the time table and Xhosa. These are under 

discussion and we are working on these in terms of the new 

policy. We are investigating the policies and trends of other 

schools; there has been discussion amongst school 

principals and Xhosa teachers; teachers have commented 

on the draft documents; recommendations have been made 

to the department and the impact on timetabling is 

currently being explored. The diversity working group, the 

School Governing Body and the Senior Management Team 

have also all been involved in discussions around possible 

options.

DISCIPLINE AT THE GROVE 

 

As you are aware The Grove takes a restorative 

approach to discipline and the majority of issues that 

need to be dealt with are minor infringements. The 

children know these as the GREY  level offences and 

these are usually quickly and easily dealt with.  

 

Sometimes children repeatedly disobey these rules. 

This goes against the value system of the school. The 

result could be a one or two hour FRIDAY detention. 

Detention is held from 15h00 to16h00 or from 15h00 to 

17h00.  Here they will be given an opportunity to 

reflect on their actions, the values they may have 

disregarded and consider what might have been a better 

way to act in the circumstances, after which they will 

be given some community service to perform. 

 

A child who is given detention will be given a 

detention slip  to be signed and returned to school by 

the parent.   Learners will be expected to remain for the 

full duration of the detention and in their school 

uniform.
